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The history of the Belarusian State Academy of Music dates back to the autumn of 1932, when a message that appeared
in the magazine "Mastatstva i revalutsyja” (Arts and Revolution) No. 3-4 read that on November 15 the Belarnusian State
Conservatory launched its fraining activities. At that time, the higher school had about 40 students. In 1934, the
conservatory was awarded the name of A. V. Lunacharsky.

A great importance for the development of the higher music education in Belarus was the creative experience contributed
by the Leningrad and Moscow Conservataries, from where feachers were invited fo Minsk. A number of famous musicians,
who brought the achievements of the Russian and European musical schools to Belarusian culfure, stfood atf the cradle of
the Belarusian State Conservatory, namely, composers V. Zolotarev, N. Aladov, T. Shnitman, N. Rovensky, musicologists

Yu. Dreizin, M. Mattison, M. Zinchuk, M. Shifrin, B. Smolsky, pianists G. Petrov, N. Asriev, V. Semashko, E. Zilberberg, A. Klumoyv,
violinists A. Bessmertny, S. 7hyv, A. Vivien, A. Amiton, violist |.

as teachers of the Conservatory.
