he history of the Belarusian State Conservatory, now the Belarusian State Academy of Music, dates back to the fall of 1932:

a message published in No. 3-4 of the magazine “Mastatstva i Revalyutsya” (Arts and Revolution) announced that on November
15, the Belarusian State Conservatory started its educational activities. In 1934, the conservatory was awarded the name of Anatoly
V. Lunacharsky.

A great role in the development of the higher musical education in Belarus belonged to the creative experience of the Leningrad and
Moscow Conservatories, from where first teachers were invited to Minsk. At the cradle of the Belarusian State Conservatory stood famous
musicians, who enriched the Belarusian culture with the traditions of the Russian and European musical schools, namely: composers
V. Zolotaryov, N. Aladov, T. Shnitman and N. Rovensky; musicologists Yu. Dreisin, B. Smolsky, M. Mattison, M. Zinchuk and M. Shifrin;
pianists G. Petrov, N. Asriev, V. Semashko, E. Zilberberg and A. Klumov; violinists A. Bessmertny, S. Zhyv, A. Vivien and A. Amiton; viola
player I. Guralnik; cellists N. Orlov and B. Fidlon; double-bass players M. Slovachevsky and I. Solodchenko; flutist V. Kharitonov; oboist
G. Popovitsky; horn player Ya. Stsegenny; singers A. Bonachich and P. Tikhonov; and conductors N. Balazovsky, I. Musin and I. Bari.

The first graduates of the Conservatory, A. Bogatyryov, P. Podkovyrov, M. Kroshner, V. Efimov, L. Abeliovich, V. Olovnikov,
M. Vainberg, I. Zhinovich, D. Lukas and S. Nisnevich, soon became prominent figures of national culture; many of them joined the teaching
staff of their alma mater.

Under the targeted support of the state, thanks to the
efforts of the Rectors of the Academy, namely: M. Berger, N. Aladov, A. Bogatyryov, V. Olovnikov, I. Luchenok, M. Kozinets, A. Roschupkin
and C. Doulova, new divisions and sections were opened, new specialties were launched, as well as schools of assistant probation and
postgraduate training, and master courses; the Council for Defending Doctoral (Candidate) Dissertations was set up; performance contests
and specialized editions were founded; and international cooperation was expanded.

In 1997, the higher school acquired its current name - the Belarusian State Academy of Music. The recognition of the Academy’s
supreme educational level was the awarding it in 2000 the status of the leading higher educational establishment in the sphere
of musical art.

Artist of BSSR. In 2012, the titles of the “Honorary Professor of the Belarusian State Academy of Music” were awarded to Professor
A. Bonduryansky, People’s Artist of USSR and Candidate of Arts from the P. Tchaikovsky Moscow State Conservatory; Professor V. Rozhok,
Rector of the P. Tchaikovsky National Musical Academy of Ukraine, People’s Artist of Ukraine and; and Professor J. Pernoo, Doctor of Arts
from the Paris Higher National Conservatory of Music and Dance. The titles of the “Honorary Professor” were also granted to the oldest
teachers of the Academy: Professor M. Solopov, Honoured Worker of Culture of BSSR and Honoured Worker of Arts of Belarus (in 2014);
and Professor K. Stepantsevich, Honoured Worker of BSSR’s Higher School and Candidate of Arts (2016).

Today, the teachers and employees of the Academy, while preserving and multiplying its historical traditions, are actively progressing
by realizing their creative ideas and achieving new heights in the musical art, and worthily presenting the Belarus’ musical education and
musical culture in the international arena.

The Academy’s faculty consists of well-known, highly experienced and authoritative performing musicians, composers, musicologists,
choreographers and stage directors, laureates of honorary titles of People’s and Honoured Artists of Belarus and other countries, as well
as State Prize winners, holders of academic degrees and titles. Their efforts are aimed at improving the system of training professional
musicians and strengthening the consistently high quality of the educational process at the Academy.

Currently, the Academy trains more than 1000 students, masters, postgraduates and doctoral trainees, including about 200 foreign
citizens from close and distant countries. From year to year, students, trainees and graduates of the Belarusian State Academy of Music
take part in national and international performance contests, festivals and contests of scientific works. Many winners of prestigious musical
competitions are granted scholarships of the Special Fund of the President of the Republic of Belarus for the Support of Talented Youth and
the Fund for the Social Support of Gifted Students. The active involvement of the state in the creative life of young musicians helps them
in disclosing their potentials and acquiring new incentives and prospects for further creative growth.

The historical centre of Minsk houses two buildings of the Academy with large concert and chamber music halls. For many years,
the Academy has been accumulating its unique and abounding funds of the scientific and sheet-music library, the phonographic archive
of ethnic music, stored in the study of traditional musical cultures, and the author’s (hand-written) fund of Belarusian composers of
the 20™ century. The library has a reading room, a researchers’ room, a phonogram laboratory, and a computer class. The Academy
is accumulating its collection of high-quality musical instruments, which are often bought for the facilities of the Special Fund of
the President of the Republic of Belarus for the Support of Talented Youth, the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Belarus and
the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Belarus. The collection includes a real pearl - an ancient violin made by Andrea Guarneri.
In 2017, with the granting of the Special Fund of the President of the Republic of Belarus for the Support of Talented Youth, the Academy
has bought a concert grand piano by the “Steinway & Sons” Company for holding concerts in its Grand Concert Hall.

Prof. Irina Onoshko, Candidate of Arts)
provides training in the specialties of “Piano”, “Composition” and “Art Criticism (Musicology)”. Traditionally, the Department is in
the lead by the number of students-winners and laureates of national and international contests.

The Department carries out training of young pianists in the area of solo and ensemble performance, which is ensured by
the Divisions of Special Piano and Concertmaster Skill. The Composition Division, where outstanding Belarusian composers are fruitfully
working, trains creatively-thinking musicians. The Department consists of the “knowledge-intensive” divisions of the Academy, whose staft
is involved in scientific researches in the sphere of musical art, namely: the Division of Musical Theory; the Division of Musical History and
the Division of Belarusian Music. Annually, since 1964, the latter organizes, within the students’ practical training, expeditions to regions
of Belarus with the aim to collect folklore materials. Thanks to these endeavours, the Academy now possesses a phonographic archive

of Belarusian folk songs and instrumental music, which is unique for its historical and artistic value.

The Academy’s multi-profile publications contribute to the high productivity of scientific works. Scientific publications of the faculty
are an important result of the scientific-research work conducted at the Academy. Thus, in 2012-2016, it published 17 monographs,
23 collections of scientific papers and conference proceedings, 12 issues of the scientific-theoretical journal “Vestsi Belaruskaj Dzyarzhaunaj
Akademii Muzyki” (the Academy’s Journal), and more than 120 other musical editions.

The premises of the Academy are regularly housing major international festivals and educational and creative projects with
the participation of teachers and students from abroad: “The Academy of Ancient Music”, “Choral Academy”, “Belarusian Piano
Assemblies” and the “Symphony Academy”. The Festival of Ethnic Cultures, held within the International Scientific Readings in Memory
of L. Mukharinskaya has become an annual event. Under its bilateral cooperation agreements, the Academy has implemented “Creative
Projects of Partner Higher Schools”, the project “Names and Memorable Dates” In different years, the Academy organized series of lectures,
master classes and concerts were held, in which participated teachers and students from European conservatories, academies of music,
higher schools of music (Russia, Lithuania, Latvia, Estonia, Sweden, Armenia, Poland, Hungary, France, Japan, Great Britain , Ireland,
Iran, Brazil, Turkey, India, Italy). In 2017, the Belarusian State Academy of Music, together with the Republic Gymnasium-College at
the Belarusian State Academy of Music with the assistance of the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Belarus and the Special Fund of
the President of the Republic of Belarus for the Support of Talented Youth, for the first time held a unique creative project - the Easter
Festival, aimed at promoting the achievements of the Belarusian musical art, as well as to support teachers and students of the Academy and
the Gymnasium-College, who most brightly manifested themselves in the spheres of pedagogical and creative activities.

The creative companies, groups and ensembles, composed of Academy’s teachers and are engaged in intensive concert and touring
activities in Belarus and abroad. They include such famous and authoritative youth groups like the Symphony and Chamber Orchestras,
the Concert Choir, the Wind Instrument Orchestra, the Orchestras of Russian and Belarusian Folk Instruments, the Bayan Orchestra,
as well as the Folk Instrument Orchestra and the Chamber Choir of the Mogilev Branch. In 2013, the Students’ Symphony Orchestra of
the Belarusian State Academy of Music, conducted by A. Anisimov, People’s Artist of Belarus, successfully performed in the Grand Hall of
the P. Tchaikovsky Moscow State Conservatoire within the project “Parade of Conservatory Orchestras of CIS Member-States”, dedicated
to the 150" anniversary of the Russian partner Conservatory.

In recent years, the Academy was expanding the geography of its concert activities both in Belarus and abroad. In September 2015,
with the assistance and financial support of the Special Fund of the President of the Republic of Belarus for the Support of Talented Youth,
the Academy’s Symphony Orchestra made a concert tour over the Belarus’ regional capitals. The concerts were conducted by Andrei Ivanov
within the creative project “Students of the Academy of Music to the Youth of Belarus”. In November 2016, a unique socially-oriented
project of the Academy “Dakrananne” for children and youth was realized, within which a number of concerts took place on the sites of
Minsk and Minsk Region.

Performances of the Academy’s Concert Choir, conducted by Associate
Professor I. Bodyako, were highly successful at stages of partner higher schools in Lithuania, Poland, Hungary, Russia and China. In 2016,
the Choir took part in the concerts dedicated to the start of Belarus’ diplomatic presence in Spain, and to the Year of Belarusian Culture in
the cities of Chinchon, Madrid and Toledo (Spain).

Bright events are annual concerts within the cycle “Conservatory Parties” held in the Grand Hall of the Belarusian State Philharmonic
Society and organized by Academy’s students, postgraduates and teachers-laureates of international contests and laureates and fellows of
the Special Fund of the President of the Republic of Belarus for the Support of Talented Youth. These concerts are real holidays of music,
youth and creative inspiration; the stage is merging different generations of musicians — from the youngest ones, making their first steps in
the world of music, up to venerable graduates of the Academy, who successfully perform today both in Belarus and abroad.

In September 2016 and 2017, the Academy hosted the qualification rounds of the large-scale television contest “Country’s Talents”,
aimed at identifying and supporting talented children of Belarus. The project is carried out jointly by the Special Fund of the President
of the Republic of Belarus for the Support of Talented Youth and the All-National Television.
